The appropriate officers of the Township of Franklin are hereby authorized to enter into contracts with listed attorneys for the legal services above specified, for a one (1) year term commencing January 1, 2011, and to be paid in accordance with the 2011 Budget.

The contract is awarded as a "professional service" under the provision of the Local Public Contracts Law because of the specialized training, education, experience and specialized knowledge needed for this position and pursuant to a “fair and open” process as provided in N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.4 et seq.

A notice of the award of this contract shall forthwith be printed once in The Sentinel, the official newspaper of the Township of Franklin, authorized by law to publish the legal advertisements of the Township Committee of the Township of Franklin, setting forth the nature, duration, service and amount of the contract, and further stating that this resolution and the annexed contract are on file and available for public inspection in the Office of the Clerk of the Township of Franklin.
