APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF A DEVELOPMENT 

EASEMENT ON BLOCK 2701, LOT 19, THE JOSEPHINE GALLAGHER FARM

WHEREAS, an amount of $7,000.00 per acre has been accepted for the development easement on the Josephine Gallagher farm (Block 2701 Lot 19, containing 42.817 acres) which is contained in Franklin Township’s Planning Incentive Grant list of farms; and

 The total cost of the acquisition of the development easement is $299,719.

(2)        There is one existing residence.

 There will be no exceptions on the property. 

(4)
 There are no non-agricultural uses on the property.

(5)
 There is currently 0.29% impervious cover on the property.

(6) There will be a maximum allowance of 7.33% total impervious cover.

(7) There is no agricultural housing on the property. 


WHEREAS, to date $188,403.36 in SADC funding has been approved by the Garden State Preservation Trust and subsequently appropriated for the purchase of development easements on the Gallagher farm; and


WHEREAS, Franklin Township has previously committed to provide a cost share of up to 20% for the purchase of the development easements in the township; and 


WHEREAS, based on Franklin Township’s application, the SADC and the County of Gloucester will provide the remaining funds toward the purchase of the development easements. 


WHEREAS, The State has applied for funding under the Natural Resources Conservation Services – Farm and Ranch Lands Protection Program, and it is anticipated that the County and Township cost share will be covered by those funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Franklin, County of Gloucester, State of New Jersey, that:


(1) 
The purchase of the development easement on Block 2701 Lot 19 (Josephine Gallagher farm) is hereby approved; 


(2)
It agrees to commit to funding the purchase of the development easement on  Block 2701 Lot 19 (Gallagher farm) and agrees to fund Franklin Township’s 18.57% portion, estimated to be $55,657.82;  


(3)
It will request the County of Gloucester to provide its equal cost share of 18.57% or $55,657.82 also.


(4)    The Township’s participation in the purchase of the development rights on the property is contingent upon the receipt of the anticipated grant funds through the Natural Resources Conservation Services – Farm and Ranch Lands Protection Program.   


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Municipal Clerk is directed to forward certified copies of this Resolution to the County Agricultural Development Board and the State Agricultural Development Committee as requested and required.
